6Q0-909-605-A,

please immediately click [exit] to quit. If you insist on doing the following tests, the

disclaims the responsibility for all the result which will be produced. Accessing the other
control

modules in the car should not affect the airbag controller in any way.

Comment: There is no way that testing a controller should cause it to become
dysfunctional in

this manner. We believe there is a bug in the firmware in these controllers. We also
believe

VW knows this, but isn't admitting it. The affected controllers are no longer available as
replacement parts, they have been superceded by a new part number -- 1C0-909-605-A
which

appears not to have this problem.
